1. The President, Irshad Chaudry welcomed all Council Members.

2. The minutes of the 2009 meeting were approved.

3. Bill Curreri reported on the 2012 International Meeting in Miami, Florida: Superb facility, and safety is not a problem (in this area there are all the luxury hotels), the hotel “Eden Rock” is an old facility (residence of Frank Sinatra), but completely refurbished.

4. Uwe Brückner presents the treasurer’s report:

5. IFSS Awards:

In Cologne, there have been 5 travel awards ($1,000 each) for young investigators; there will be the same amount of awards for the 2012 meeting.

Proposal from Dan Remick: mid level people for 1 award and 4 awards for young investigators; proposal rejected.

*
Best paper will also be awarded with $1,000. On the abstract, it should be noted that they want to compete for the best paper.

6. Irshad Chaudry thanked Mauricio Silva for setting up the Bylaws.

*
Some council members made comments that are incorporated in the print out. All council members should please go through these comments and approve them by the end of June.

*
Prof. Silva will make the changes in the Constitution, according to the suggestions. The number of Past Presidents should be two. It will be written as “The most recent two that are willing to serve”.

To change the bylaws - you need a 4/5 majority.

*

$1 per capita will be the annual fee.

7. Basil Pruitt asked the following: In which country is the IFSS incorporated in? Uwe Brückner responded that the constitution was filed in his state, by that the IFSS is tax free in Germany (even different by state). However, the Society is not registered in any country. 

The secretary will look into this matter, together with Uwe Brückner. They will speak with Dr. Herndon, as he was President of the International Burn Society.
